Dear Valery,

Thank you for your letter, which | received today, and for your previous correspondence,
dated 02 April 2016, which arrived just a few days before we departed for the 28th
General Service Conference of Russia, 07-11 April in Moscow.

We returned to the General Service Office in the U.S. and immediately convened our
own General Service Conference, 17-23 April in New York.

| am grateful for your kind invitation to the FOAA Conference in May, but we decided to
decline the opportunity to attend this year. | can see from the letter today that you
convened and conducted business, as you had scheduled.

Valery, at the April Conference in Moscow, we discussed issues regarding the
translation, licensing and distribution of A.A. literature in the Russian language for the
Fellowship of Russia. We confirmed that RSO “Unity” Foundation now holds the sole
licenses to print and distribute copyrighted A.A. literature in Russia, including Alcoholics
Anonymous (the Big Book), Living Sober, The Language of the Heart, and all other A.A.
books. RSO also holds the license to print and distribute copyrighted A.A. pamphlets in
Russia.

We have affirmed with the RSO Board and Conference in April that they hold active
licenses to print and distribute all A.A. literature in Russia. No one else has been
granted the license to print and distribute copyrighted A.A. literature in Russia. The
documents are signed and properly executed.

RSO also has the right to translate and re-translate A.A. literature upon the approval of
the General Service Office in New York. Upon their recent application, we have issued a
new license to translate the Big Book. They are employing a committee system that we
approve, as well all work together, moving forward to produce the best possible
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approve, as well all work together, moving forward to produce the best possible
translation and to achieve a group conscience in Russia for publication of a second
edition of the Big Book in the Russian language.

Also, we spoke to the printing house that prints A.A. copyrighted books in Russia and
informed them that the currently active, valid license for all A.A. literature is held solely
by RSO. We hope that all parties will honor the true and valid licenses that are issued
by G.S.0. in New York on behalf of the Fellowship of A.A. in Russia and throughout the
world.

You and your Board may have further questions for us, and we would be happy to
discuss any questions about the license and our copyright and translation policies.
Please let me know if you would like to arrange a Skype call with our office.

Thank you and our Russian friends for their dedicated service to the Fellowship of
Alcoholics in carrying the message to the still-suffering who seek to recover from our
common malady.
